According to Randall Grahm’s comments
on his website, ‘It’'s my own personal (unproven) theory that the clone of Syrah planted in the X-
block (the “Estrella River” clone) may in fact be identical to “Serine”, the aromatic Syrah variant
of Céte-Roétie. The rub is that Serine only really expresses its unique qualities when grown on
very cool sites, which, of course, very accurately describes Bien Nacido.

Peppery and a touch floral but finely dark fruited. Touch of char. Really savoury and coaly, lovely
firm, fine tannins. Single vineyard. Some vanilla notes. Chewy density though the texture is fine
and very dry. (JH)
